» Even When He Is Silent - This song conveys a sense of calm and reassurance even in times of

Kim André Arnesen's “Even When He Is Silent” is a deeply moving choral composition that explores themes of
faith, hope, and love amidst silence and despair. Commissioned in 2011 for the St. Olaf Festival in Trondheim,
Norway, the piece is based on a poignant text discovered on the wall of a World War Il concentration camp,

expressing unwavering belief despite challenging circumstances.

The work is structured with features that lushes harmonies and expressive melodies enhancing the emotional
weight of the text. The opening lines convey a sense of hope, with the phrase "l believe in the sun even when
it's not shining" symbolizing resilience in the face of adversity. As the piece progresses, it transitions into a
powerful declaration of love, culminating in a climactic moment that emphasizes the strength found in faith and

connection.

The final section beautifully encapsulates the essence of divine presence, even in silence, using gentle dynamics
to create a serene and reassuring atmosphere. “Even When He Is Silent” serves as a reminder of the enduring

human spirit and the power of belief in overcoming darkness.



» Christis Love, Joy, Peace - A powerful declaration of love as a central theme in faith.

The composition typically features uplifting melodies and harmonies that reflect the positive and affirming
nature of its message.

ESenvalds' arrangement utilizes lush a cappella harmonies, complemented by a
subtle suspended cymbal part that adds to the dreamlike quality of the music. This combination results in an

exploration of memory and the enduring impact of past relationships.

“Only in Sleep” is celebrated for its lyrical beauty and emotional resonance, making it a popular choice for choirs

seeking to convey themes of love and remembrance in their performances.

» Goodnight, Dear Heart - A gentle lullaby that expresses love and care, perfect for connecting with the

audience's emotions.

“Good Night, Dear Heart” by Dan Forrest is a poignant a cappella choral piece that serves as an elegy for a young
girl who tragically passed away shortly before her adoption. Inspired by the devastating news of his brother's

The text is derived from a poem by Mark Twain, which was inscribed on the tombstone of his daughter Susy,
reflecting themes of love and loss. The composition features lush harmonies and a gentle, expressive melody

that encapsulates the bittersweet nature of mourning while also conveying a sense of peace and hope.

This piece has become one of Forrest's most beloved works, resonating deeply with audiences and choirs alike
as it honors the memory of those lost and emphasizes the enduring connections of love that persist even in

SOrrow.
