Snake venom contains complex proteins that cause severe tissue damage, bleeding and death if untreated. One of the key components “metalloproteinase” plays a major role in these harmful effects. By advancing research in this area, we can;
· Improve the effectiveness of antivenoms

· Contribute to more accessible and locally relevant treatments
· Support Nigeria’s capacity for biomedical innovation
